6. The recipient may start out at a technical school or junior college but must enroll in a college
transfer program that would ultimately lead to a baccalaureate degree.

7. Former students are not eligible.
8. Felons are not eligible.
9. The applicant must fully and accurately complete all aspects of the scholarship application.
